DHBs need to put in their own quarterly results and use the graph to set out year targets.  If DHBs want to use another type of graph, e.g. a straight line, they can, but this graph is what we have used so far.  The rationale is that earlier gains are easier to make than later gains, and that if DHBs are undertaking ongoing work, they can monitor their progress against the anticipated increase in coverage.
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
