Related Target area:

Reducing cancer waiting times

Rationale

Inclusion of this measure upports Implementation of the New Zealand Cancer Control Strategy and the New Zealand Health Strategy population priority of reducing the incidence and impact of cancer.

Why was this indicator chosen?

Specialist cancer treatment and symptom control is essential in reducing the impact of cancer.  Monitoring chemotherapy waiting times helps to ensure any new or emerging problems are identified early, and equitable access levels are maintained between DHB regions.

Deliverable  -  Chemotherapy
